e. Have the respect and admiration of colleagues, students, and parents.
f. Play an active role in the school community.

3) The nominator MUST secure permission of the nominee to enter his/her name for consideration.  If we receive one complete nomination form for a particular nominee, that member is considered nominated.  

4) For schools with a Building Rep and Executive Board member, the NTU will be reaching out to the Rep and Building Committee to review candidates.  For schools without Building Reps, NTU will likely reach out to administrator or other staff to help in the decision process.

5) Applicants will be pre-screened by the NTU staff before being given to the impartial selection committee who will make the final decision rewarding awardees using specific criteria.  All applications will be reviewed at all stages without the screeners and selection committee seeing the applicants’ names.
